Officer Wells was shot and killed and Corporal Marcus Stiles died of wounds sustained when they re-
sponded to a domestic disturbance call at approximately 4:00 pm.

A citizen called police with the license number for a pickup truck belonging to a couple that was ar-
guing at a laundry off U.S. Highway 17A. Officer Wells and Corporal Stiles arrived separately at the
address on the truck'’s registration.

A subject at the scene opened fire, killing Officer Wells and critically wounding Corporal Stiles. Cor-
poral Stiles was taken to a hospital where he succumbed to his wounds the following day.

The suspect fled the scene in one of the patrol cars but was shot and killed a short time later by a
deputy from the Berkeley County Sheriff's Office.

Corporal Stiles had served with the Moncks Corner Police Department since August 2005.

Deputy Phillip Michael Deese was killed in a head -on traffic collision.

He was driving westbound on | -26 in an unincorporated part of Dorchester County when a pick -
up truck crossed the median, hitting the deputy's patrol car head on. The crash killed the deputy,

the driver of the pick  -up, and Deputy Deese's K9 partner, Sonja.

Deputy Deese had served the Dorchester County Sheriff's office for almost seven years.

What is the Distressed Officer Fund?

to assist officers and their families.

Who is eligible?  Any full time Law Enforcement Officer in the Tri-County Area. Other Law Enforcement offi-
cers in South Carolina may be considered according to the need and availability of funds.

Who determines who receives money and how much? The purpose of the fund is to provide immediate as-
sistance at a time of need. Because these funds are donations and not from dues, executive board members make
recommendations and request amounts to the fellow Eboard members. A majority vote from the Eboard is re-
quired to provide assistance. The lodge has donated in excess of $4,000 and assisted more than 15 local families.
The lodge has sent donations to family members in every tri-county line of duty death since it’s inception.

Where do the funds come from? Donations and fund raisers. Members are asked to make a donation to the
fund on their annual dues form. Some members provide checks at meetings or send donations through the mail.
Our lodge has an annual Distressed Officer Fund Golf Tournament, raise money at the quarterly Gun and Knife
show and other special events periodically. The Law Riders Motorcycle club
regularly donates a portion of the proceeds of their annual oyster roast to the

fund.

What can | do to help? Due to the number of critical incidents in the Tri-
County area, this fund is very low and the donation amount may have to be
adjusted. You can help by donating to the fund and requesting others to do-
nate also. Many local agencies have various fund raisers for many worthy
events. Contact your agency about sponsoring a fund raiser for this fund. If
each agency in the tri-county area had a fund raiser, the fund could be finan-
cially sound enough to provide significant assistance to officers and their fami-
lies in a time of need.

The Distressed Officer Fund was created by the law to assist Law En-
forcement officers and their families who have been killed or critically injured in the line of duty or are facing a
time of crisis. This fund has an account separate from the general funds and 100 % of the donations are used for
