End of Watch: Monday February 18, 1985

Oof ficer Way, 28, was shot and kille
Hide -a-Way at 4701 Rivers Avenue. Officer Way was riding with another
patrolman when the alarm was reported. As the two officers pulled up to

the nightclub they saw a man run from the back door of the building. Way got out of the pa-
trol car and gave chase on foot; the other officer drove around the building in an attempt to

cut off the man. As the other officer stopped the car and got out, he heard several shots. As he
neared the corner of the adjacent building, he saw Officer Way and the 37 year  -old suspect
on the ground. Both men had been shot. Officer Way, who was with the Department about a
year, is survived by his wife and son.

Christmas with a COP

Each year, members from the lodge from participate in our Christmas with a Cop program.
Members assist the lodge by locating families in need. The members attempt to identify
families who are struggling due to a crisis situation in their family, i.e., unexpected illness,
death in the family, crime, ect. Because we are chartered to assist law enforcement offi-
cers, we first look at employees of local law enforcement agencies and their family mem-
bers. Then we look outside law enforcement. Under this program, the lodge picks a store,
(in the past the lodge has used Wal -mart and Target), and members from different agen-
cies meet with the families. Each officer spends time with the children and the parents are
provided with gift cards. We ask each family to buy gifts for the children on that day and

to save some if they desire for Christmas morning. In the past five years, we have assisted
over 100 children and donated over $15,000.

What are the qualifications for holding office? Potential candidates must meet each of the following qualifi-
cations to be eligible for nomination:  Active member in good standing for a period of twelve (12) consecutive
months or more immediately preceding the holding of any election; All dues current with no monies in arrears;
Attend at | east 50% of the previous yeards meetings; and

What are the duties of the Executive Board Members? President: To act as chief administrative officer
and head of the organization; to exercise supervision over the organization and its activities; to represent and
speak for the organization to other organizations and to the public when authorized in accordance with these by -
laws; to preside at business meetings; to appoint committees to carry out the will of this organization and serve

as a non-voting member; to sign letters or documents necessary to carry out the will of this organization when
authorized in accordance with these by -laws. Vice President:  To assume the duties of the president of this or-
ganization in the absence or incapacity of the president; to succeed the president as the president of this organi-
zation upon the death, resignation or permanent incapacity of the president until the next scheduled election

held in accordance with these by -laws. Secretary: To prepare correct minutes of the proceedings of each meet-
ing and enter the minutes in the official lodge minute book; to record and attest by his signature the approved
minutes as the official minutes, with the date of approval; to provide the presiding officer or assembly with the
wording of a pending motion or of one previously acted upon; to search the minutes for information requested by
officers or members; to bring to each meeting the official lodge minute book, a copy of the by  -laws, a list of the
members, a list of standing and special committees and a copy of the rituals adopted by the organization; to pre-
serve all records and official documents of the organization except those specifically assigned to others; to au-
thenticate official documents by his signature; to carry on the official correspondence of the organization as di-
rected, except correspondence assigned to other officers. Treasurer: To collect, safe keep and disburse all funds
of this organization, but only as directed by these by -laws, the membership or the Board of Directors; to make
and maintain accurate accountings and financial records and reports of all collections; to take charge of all physi-

cal property of this Order and make a complete and itemized inventory of the same. Second Vice President : To
perform such duties as the president may require.  Sergeant at Arms:  Shall have charge and control of the
meeting place and to perform such duties as the president may require. Chaplain:  To give the invocation and

benediction at all meetings; to render such assistance as possible in times of illness and bereavement to the
members; and to perform such other duties as the president may require.
