Mr. Canterbury was elected Vice President of the Grand Lodge in Phoenix,
Arizona in August 2001.

South Carolina's
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President Canterbury joined the Fraternal Order of Police in 1984 when he, along with eleven other officers, chartered their
Local Lodge. He served as Local Lodge President for 13 years, during which time he was instrumental in starting the Lodge
Legal Defense Plan, purchasing the first lodge building, and starting the Lodge insurance program.

He went on to serve as State Lodge President from 1990 to 1998. During his tenure he was instrumental in establishing the
State Lodge lobbying program, initiating the political endorsement program and implementing the State Lodge Legal Defense
Plan. He led the effort to hire a full time Executive Director for the State Lodge to manage these programs.

He began his service on the Grand Lodge Executive Board in 1995 when he was elected to the first of three terms as the
Second Vice President.. During this time, he has worked to expand the police labor movement in the areas of our country
who do not have collective bargaining rights. Improving the quality of life for police officers has been his foremost goal.

President Canterbury is currently employed by the Horry County Police Department, Conway, South Carolina, with oversight
of the Operations Bureau. He began his police career in 1978 and over his 25-year career he worked in the Patrol Division,
the Criminal Investigations Division and served as the Training Division Supervisor, during which he was certified as an In-
structor in basic law enforcement, firearms, chemical weapons, and pursuit driving.

He earned a Bachelor of Arts degree from Coastal Carolina University. He resides in Myrtle Beach, South Carolina, where he
has raised two children, both of whom are attending college.

Our last Attorney Genera publicly espoused a policy
to “not charge” anyone who shot an intruder into their
home. The following is the law that appliesto thiscir-
cumstance and has been in place for many years.

EEEE R R R R R E R EEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEEE SRS S
17-13-20 Additional circumstances where citizens
may arrest; meansto be used.

A citizen may arrest aperson in the nighttime by effi-
cient means as the darkness and the probability of es-
cape render necessary, even if the life of the person
should be taken, when the person:

(@) Hascommitted afelony;
(b) Hasentered a dwelling house without express or
implied permission;
(c) Hasbroken or isbreaking into an outhouse with a
view to plunder;
(d) Hasin hispossession stolen property; or
(e) Being under circumstances which raise just suspi-
cion of hisdesign to steal or to commit some fel-
ony, flees when heis hailed.

Be sure that before quoting the above statute, that you
consult the most recent case notes as it appliesto this
particular statute. Tenneseev. Garner 471 U.S. 1, 105
S.Ct. 1694 (1986) has some bearing but differs from
law enforcement arrests. It only applies to nighttime
arrests/circumstances at a dwelling,.
(thanks Brother B.G. for theref.)

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Editorial - Nowearenot a“Union”

In our state, the word “union” isthe equivalent of swearing in church. Often, | am asked if we are a“union.”
The answer issimply no. Our state isa“right to work state” | amtold. Thisistrue. “Right to work” simply means
that under our laws, you cannot be compelled to join aunion to work a specific job. Unionsare not illegal in S.C., as
we know with the ILA, but again with the “right to work” laws, they cannot prohibit non-union employees from
working - which was the crux of the problem during the melee at the ports several years ago. Likewise, unions en-
gagein “strikes,” our organization does not. We are a collective bargaining unit.

What is a“collective bargaining unit?’ Is usually the next question. A collective bargaining unit asit ap-
pliesto us, issimply the manifestation of the old cliché “thereis strength in numbers.” We are just a coalition of
persons in common occupation who strive to achieve better working conditions, benefits and salary. No dishonor
there. Our strength of voice islouder in some states than others. Nationwide, our voice iswell over 300,000 strong.
Locally we are maybe 1,000 with 318 in our lodge. Our voice strengthens with each member, particularly in the po-
litical/legislative arena where our weight must push the levers on the fulcrum in the direction we wish. Using this
analogy, our ability to advance favorable change, lies with our numbers and our elected |eadership.

Asasmall gear in the overall machine, our lodge does attempt (in collaboration with other S.C. lodges) to
effect favorable change. We are constrained only by our numbers and the ability to use the strength that those num-
bers create.
